About Nourish International
Nourish International was founded as a student organization in 2003 at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill.  Nourish applied and received it tax exempt non-profit status in 2006 and is currently expanding to form a network of college chapters that work to reduce poverty worldwide. 
Our Philosophy 

Nourish believes that many communities constrained by the cycle of poverty are highly entrepreneurial, dedicated and determined, but lack the resources and opportunity to substantially improve their conditions.  We harness the power of socially minded students to inspire college peers to deliver funding and resources to help poverty stricken communities. We support long term sustainable projects for impoverished communities. 
In order to combat the poverty crisis we need sustainable strategies and informed individuals of all professions working towards eradication and not against it.  Nourish does just this by working with college students who are young, idealistic, and have an immense capacity to serve.  In the future, Nourish students may go on to become doctors, politicians, engineers, or members of any other field, and will continue to act and inspire those around them to reduce poverty in a real, tangible manner...
College Chapter Model 

Nourish International is a 4 year old model that works. NI inspires tomorrow’s socially responsible leaders through “mini peace-corps” projects that reduce poverty one community at a time.  During the academic year, students finance these projects by earning funds through entrepreneurial ventures such as lunch sales, gaming tournaments, and yoga classes.  This method of fundraising through ventures allows NI to engage non-typical students (example: gamers) and peak their interest towards poverty reduction.  We aim for more people to take action in this world.  NI students travel to the site of the self-funded “mini-peace corps” projects every summer to help implement the project, learn about the surrounding culture and build relationships with the local community.  

Poverty Eradication Projects
· Hyderabad, India 2003 - A nutrition program that serves a supplemental drink three times a week for 150 malnourished school children for up to 4 years. 

· La Paz, Bolivia 2004 - A partnership with Save the Children where NI members assisted in the design and building of an irrigation system for 120 community members living in a land locked village 16,000 feet above sea level. 

· Mbale, Uganda 2005 - A partnership with the Foundation for the Development of Needy Communities where students constructed a nutrition center for 100+ teenage mothers.

· Buenos Aires, Argentina 2006 - A partnership with Fundacion Los Robles to construct educational vegetable plots, or ‘huertas’, for school children.
· Bombay, India 2006 - A partnership with Bridgetrust in which NI funded an organic fruit/vegetable farm for three tribal villages of 1500 people in city outskirts.

Entrepreneurial Fundraising Ventures

Hunger Lunch (HL) – Lunch menu of beans, rice, and cornbread sold for $3 on campus.  NI hosted 40 lunches in 2005-2006 and has raised over $40,000 since 2002. 

Hold ‘Em For Hunger – 300 player poker tournament to raise money and awareness among the population of “gamers” in University communities.  NI has hosted 2 tournaments and raised over $10,000 since 2004. 

Other smaller scale student initiated ventures include Cooking Classes, Yoga Classes, Swing Dances, and Salsa Dances.
